The tool is meant
fo be used fo assist with assessing attendees who may be symptomatic, or who may have been
exposed to someone who is ill or has confirmed COVID-19.

Attendees should fill out this checklist prior to participating in the activity or program. If an individual
answers YES to any of the questions, they must not be allowed to attend or participate in the activity
or program. Children and youth will need a parent to assist them to complete this screening tool.

As the COVID-19 pandemic continues to evolve, this screening tool will be updated as required.

It's confusing. When should | keep my child home?

The new public health measures for COVID-19 mean students and staff who are showing any signs of
illness, must stay home from school. To simplify the 'should I keep my child home' and 'how long does

my child need to stay home' process, we've created a visual guide to help you understand how our
schools are making decisions around managing student illness.

My child is sick. How long do they need to stay home for?

Core Covid-19 Symptoms
¢ Fever (abowve 38C or 100.4 F)
* Cough (new or worsening chronic cough)
» Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing
(new or worsening)
* Runny nose
* Sore throat

This is my child. Now what?

Other Symptoms

» Painful swallowing

= Stuffy nose

* Headache

* Muscle or joint aches

s Fealing unwell, fatigue or severe exhaustion

* Gastrointestinal symptoms (nausea, vomiting,

This is my child. Now what?
Household members

If a student is identified to be a close contact (for example,
iz a classmate of a student who tests positive), family
members of the close contact do not need to quarantine
unless the close contact also develops symptoms. Family
members or other people in the househeold who had
contact with a student while they were infectious (had
symptoms) are required to quarantine for 14 days from the
last time they were exposed to the sick student. AHS Public
Health will determine who is a close contact and how long
they are required to quarantine when they complete their
investigation.

If your child has one of the core COVID symptoms,
they are required to isolate for a minimum of 10
days from when their symptoms started or until
their symptoms resolve, whichever is longer.

It is also recommended that the student be tested
for COVID-15. If test results are negative and they
do not have a known exposure to COVID-19, they
should stay home until their symptoms go away. If
results are positive, follow Alberta Health Services
(AHS) Public Health instructions.

If your child has one of the other symptoms, it is
recommeded that a student stay home until their
symptoms go away. It is also recommended that
the student be tested for COVID-19. If test results
are negative and they do not have a known
exposure to COVID-19, they should stay home until
their symptoms go away. If results are positive,
follow Alberta Health Services (AHS) Public Health
instructions.

What about pre-existing medical

conditions?

The first time your child has a symptom that could be
caused by COVID-19 or by a known pre-existing medical
condition (such as a cough related to asthma), keep your
child home and have your child tested for COVID-19.Y our
child should be tested for COVID-19 to confirm that the
symptom is not due to COVID-19 before they return to
school. This will be considered your child's baseline health.
They may continue to attend school as long as this
symptom stays the same and they do not develop any
new symptoms.

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%Respunding to lliness at School

The following steps will be taken if a student develops symptoms at school:

+ The student will be asked to wear a non-medical mask if they are able to.

+ The student will be isclated in a separate room. if one is not available, the student will be
kept at least 2 matras away from other students and staff.

» A parent or guardian will be notified to pick up the student from schoaol immediataly. if a
parent or guardian cannot be reached, emergency contacts will ba natified.

+« Staft will care for students who need it until they are picked up from school. Staff will wear
non-medical masks and protective face shields when in close contact with a symptomatic
student.

= All itemns the student touches while isolated will be cleaned and disinfected or, where this is

not possible, stored in a sealed container for at least 10 days.
» Parents will be required to have their child (ren) tested for Covid-19.

Frequently Asked Questions

[
Are masks required at school?

Staff, students in grades 4 through 12, and visitors must wear masks in commen areas (such as
hallways and buses). Masks are optional for students in Kindergarten to grade 3.

Are parents allowed in the school?

Parents may visit the school if previous arrangements have been made with the schoal office.
Schools will ask parents to self-screen for symptoms and keep a record of visitors.

Will playgrounds be closed to students at recess?

Playground structures will remain open. Schools will assign cohort classes to ditferent
playground areas at recess. Students should also practice physical distancing and must hand
sanitize when leaving the school for recess and re-entering the school. Students will be taught
to avoid touching their face.

Will schools provide safety supplies?

Schools will provide safety supplies such as hand sanitizer and wipes. The Government of
Alberta will provide every student with two reusable masks. Disposable masks will be availabla
for students who forget to bring their masks to school.

Safety Message — School Bus Safety . .

Children are our most precious resource and by following basic transportation safety and reinforcing pos-
itive safety habits we can help to keep children safe throughout the school year.

School buses are simply the safest way to transport children to school. The design of the school bus is
governed by several federal regulations and by Canadian Standards Association standard D250. Of all
Alberta collisions, those involving school buses account for less than 0.5%. Our goal each day is to
transport all students safely to and from school. Our bus drivers continually participate in on and off
road training and perform mock bus evacuations with students. All our school buses are regularly in-
spected and maintained, installed with safety equipment such as electronic “No Child Left Behind” de-
vices, GPS systems, and some even have cameras to monitor inside and outside of the vehicle.

Please take a few minutes to talk to your children about school bus safety. Advise them to wait to cross
the road until the lights are flashing on the bus and the stop sign is out, the driver indicates that you are
clear to go and that you look both ways, and not to cross the road until all vehicles have come to a stop.
If you have young children, be sure to meet them on the same side of the road that the school bus is on.
This may prevent them from running across the road without looking.

Also please note that National School Bus Safety Week is October 18-24™ 2020 and this year’s theme is
“My driver, my hero.”
